Heading Styles:  The section heads in this template use the correct style (upper and lower case, bold, followed by a colon). The format for second-level heads is show below:

If you’re using the spell checker and it doesn’t seem to be working, check the “Language” option under the “Tools” to make sure that “No Proofing” isn’t selected as the default. You should also check that the default font is Times New Roman and not New York (this conversion takes place on some Macintosh systems).
